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About the course 


Math 689-604, Mathematical Communication and Technology, is a new graduate course. A preliminary version was taught in the second summer session of 1995 by Philip Yasskin. Fall 1995 marks the first offering of the course during the regular semester.  





There were 28 registered students: 6 from the Department of Educational Curriculum and Instruction (EDCI) and 22 from the Department of Mathematics. The class met once a week, Wednesday evening, from 18:30--21:30, usually in one of the computer laboratories in the Blocker building, but with occasional excursions to other rooms.
